Crime

There were fifty five reported crimes across the Humberston & New
Waltham Ward for October to date. For Humberston these included:

Residential Burglary

The central gazebo facility is now in and the tiled roof was being
completed as we went to press with this Newsletter. The Council
will be installing some seating in the central area and a memorial
are is also planned where people can place a memorial plaque to
remember those who are not interred into the cemetery. Further
details of this will follow.

It is anticipated that the new extension may be able to be put into
use in the new year at the beginning of 2025 but as with most
things, it is weather dependent on completion for works.

2 — Residential Burglaries (break into your property to steal items)

There are a couple of things that we could consider when highlighting crime pre-
vention, namely.

® |f you are going away, consider having automatic plugin time switch to oper-
ate a lamp or light at pre-set times when you’re away.

® Consider requesting a trusted relative/neighbour to look after your address
whilst away.

® Consider having external lighting.
® Consider having a house alarm.
® Consider purchasing CCTV or ring doorbell.

® |f you have gates or fences, please consider closing and locking them.

The team and | have conducted several foot patrols including plain clothes opera-
tions and was surprised to see the amount of insecurities within the neighbour-
hood. Make your property looked lived in, even when you go out!

| appreciate that not everybody is registered on my community alert, or even
have access to internet. That is why, | am grateful to the Parish Council for in-
viting me to write a message to you in relation to Burglaries. Your neighbour-
hood has recently been targeted for several burglaries and your local Police
Team are doing all they can to prevent these from happening.

Burglary is an impactive crime on the victim, and only by working together and
looking out for each other would we be able to prevent our properties from be-
coming a target.

There are two types of burglaries:

1 - Distraction burglary (Distraction burglars pretend to be someone they are
not in order to gain entry to your home)

Common methods used by distraction burglars:

® Pretending to be from a care agency, the council or a utility company inves-
tigating a gas or water leak.

® Seeking help to leave a note for a neighbour or even asking for a drink of
water if they claim to be thirsty or unwell.

® (Claiming to be in a hurry or emergency and needing to get into your home
quickly.

Working in teams, with one person distracting you while the other searches

your home.

There are several things you can do to prevent distraction burglary. Always re-
member "if in doubt, keep them out":

® Use your door viewer to see who's there.
® |f you open the door, put the chain on first.

® Always ask for ID and check it with the company before letting somebody
into your home.

® Use the phone number advertised in the phone book or online, as the num-
ber on their identity card could be fake. For a utility company, call the customer
service department. Close the door while you do this.
