There is uncertainty before us as autumn leads us
into winter. The war in Ukraine has amplified inflationary pressures and
fears of a global recession. These are difficult times for a local council such
as NELC to operate but our burdens are dwarfed by the day to day strug-
gles of the Ukrainian people.

The sad death of Queen Elizabeth 11 has heralded a new chapter in the
history of the United Kingdom with a new sovereign, King Charles 111. It
has also laid bare the fact that many families have difficult relationships.
